
Conflict	Resolution:	
	
The	Stillwater	Boys	Traveling	Basketball	Board	of	Directors	reserves	the	right	to	take	
appropriate	disciplinary	action	and/or	suspend	any	coach,	parent,	player,	or	fan	that	
violates	the	Stillwater	Boys	Basketball	Codes	of	Conduct.	To	resolve	a	conflict,	proceed	with	
the	following	steps:		
Step	1:	When	a	player	or	parent	has	a	concern,	discuss	it	with	the	coach.	If	a	problem	with	a	
coach	exists,	contact	the	Stillwater	Boys	Traveling	Coaching	Coordinator.	
	Step	2:	If	the	problem	persists,	the	player	or	parent	should	contact	the	Stillwater	Boys	
Traveling	Coaches	Coordinator	in	writing.	Email	may	constitute	written	notice.		
Step	3:	Once	the	Coaching	Coordinator	of	Basketball	is	involved,	the	Coordinator	will	act	as	
the	mediator	between	the	involved	parties,	which	could	include	other	Board	members	as	
necessary.	
	Step	4:	The	Coaching	Coordinator	will	communicate	with	the	rest	of	the	Board	for	final	
resolution.	The	decision	of	the	Stillwater	Boys	Traveling	Basketball	Board	of	Directors	is	
final.	
	
Concluding	Remarks:		
The	Stillwater	Boys	Traveling	Basketball	Board	will	monitor	the	guidelines	described	
herein,	and	parents	are	encouraged	to	report	any	noncompliance	of	these	guidelines	to	the	
relevant	Lead	Traveling	Coordinator.	It	is	recommended	that	the	Lead	Traveling	
Coordinator	be	present	at	any	parent/coach	meeting	during	which	issues	of	how	the	team	is	
being	managed	will	be	discussed.	Coaches	and	parents	are	facilitators	in	making	this	a	
productive	and	enjoyable	experience.	While	we	tried	to	cover	all	the	instances	that	may	
occur	during	the	season,	we	realize	that	it	is	tough	to	outline	what	should	happen	for	every	
conceivable	situation.	Therefore,	if	anything	is	not	covered	by	these	guidelines,	the	
Traveling	Coordinators	will	use	their	judgment	to	do	what	is	best	for	Stillwater	Boys	
Traveling	Basketball.
