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Game Card: The Home Team Rep will give the Ref a game card at the
beginning of the game.

Number of players on the field: 6 male players and 5 female players. The
maximum number of male players on the pitch is 6. The minimum number
of female players required for a team to play is 3. Exceptions in

the rule book apply.

Team Colors: If two teams' jerseys are the same color, the home team
must change colors.

PKs: All penalty kicks are taken by female players.

Slides and Slide Tackles: Players are not allowed to slide tackle.
Keepers, are allowed to slide and play the ball on the floor to get the ball,
as long as the slide is performed entirely inside the penalty area.

Substitutions: Can be made on any stoppage of play. Substitution is
unlimited.

Yellow card: Players who are cautioned (yellow card) must leave the field
and be replaced by a substitute for 15 minutes. If no substitutes are
available, the team will play short.

Red card: Players who are cautioned (red card) must leave the field and
no replacement will be allowed. The team with the cautioned player will
play short for the remainder of the game.
