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     IMPORTANT POINTS FOR COACHES  

- Make sure all players are picked up after practices and games.
- No jewelry.  Covered/Padded hard casts or body protection may be worn at the referee’s discretion. 
- Minimum playing time for each player on your team is half of each game.
- Coaches cannot recruit players. Any coach using players not on their roster will be 

    subject to league disciplinary actions and forfeiture of all games in which the 

    unauthorized player(s) participated.

REFEREES
- Respect all referees, youth, or adult!  Never dissent or argue with the referee.

- Coaches are responsible for the actions of their players and parents.
- Ejection from a game for inappropriate actions on the sideline can occur.
- If you have a concern with the referee, please report your concerns to TYSL.

(likewise, if you have a positive referee experience, let TYSL know)
- The referee will end all TYSL games with an 8-goal difference (for the divisions which the mercy rule applies).
NETS & FLAGS
- Both teams are responsible for setting up and taking down the nets and flags.

- The home team is responsible for bringing nets & flags to the game field and 

   returning them to the designated equipment box.

GAME START TIME
- The game will begin when each team has the minimum required number of players.
    4 v 4 = 3       5 v 5=4
7 v 7 = 6      9 v 9 = 7

11 v 11 = 7 
- Time lost between scheduled start to actual start will be deducted from both halves
   equally (e.g., if game starts 20 minutes late, each half will be 10 minutes shorter).
