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Planning a piercing?  Looking forward to a great soccer season?  This is what you need to know.

According to the Laws of the Game, Law 4, a player must remove all jewelry while playing.  This includes any piercings.  While this normally isn’t a problem, it can be for players with a new piercing.   Piercings can take 6-8 weeks to heal before it can be removed.  Which means, your child could miss most or all of a season if they do not plan properly.  
For example, if your child is going to play in house league starting in August, then they should not get pierced between June 1st and October 15th.  
We want to ensure all the players have a great season AND can enjoy the experience of getting their first piercings.  

Law 4:
Safety
A player must not use equipment or wear anything that is dangerous .All items of jewellery (necklaces, rings, bracelets, earrings, leather bands, rubber bands, etc.) are forbidden and must be removed. Using tape to cover jewellery is not permitted. The players must be inspected before the start of the match and substitutes before they enter the field of play.
 If a player is wearing or using unauthorised/dangerous equipment or jewellery, the referee must order the player to:
• remove the item
• leave the field of play at the next stoppage if the player is unable or unwilling to comply.
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
