Reports:
Treasurer – details have been emailed out. Account balance $22,068.25. Expenses of ice rental, officials, scholarship, insurance, high performance goaltending, varsity team expense, and Just Add Ice expense for a total of $19,472.32. Revenues from Mahen’s liquor, player dues, jersey reimbursement, program ad, bantam tourney, HS camp, & DQ cake sales for a total of $7,665.00. Invoices for remaining dues have gone out.

Ava Rogers had an injury in the beginning of the year. She has paid her first half dues but not the second half. If she comes back for the second half, we will not charge her for the second half or volunteer hours due to being out with the injury.
