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2026 Elite Requirements
• The Elite squad is ideally made up of 20-40 dancers
• Auditions will be held for any Dazzler enrolled in grades 4ᵗʰ – 6ᵗʰ that would like to considered for the Elite Squad

⚬ Please note that while 4ᵗʰ graders are welcome to audition, priority will be given to 5ᵗʰ-6ᵗʰ graders who meet the 
dance qualifications

⚬ Returning Elites are required to audition again and are NOT guaranteed a spot
⚬ Dancers who express interest will be sent a video a week before the audition and will be asked to perform what 

they learned in the video.
⚬ Please do not book private lessons for the audition dance. It’s important that dancers show they can learn new 

choreography quickly with limited direction. They're welcome to practice on their own or in small groups
⚬ If not selected for the Elite squad, dancers will automatically be enrolled on the Classics squad

• The Elite Dancers will be doing more intricate choreography, formations, and skills. Therefore, the dance requirement 
outside of Dazzlers is higher than with Classics. Elite members must be enrolled in 3 or more hours of dance per week.

• Dancers need to be currently enrolled in the hours to fulfill the necessary technique qualifications:
⚬ General requirements include (but are not limited to) technically and correctly executed double pirouettes, leaps, 

kicks/extensions, calypso, etc.
⚬ Flexibility, performance and energy are a huge part in the dancers’ all around success.
