A special meeting took place on Tuesday August 12, 2025 at 6:00pm via Zoom to approve the appointment of the Secretary Elect to take position at the conclusion of the September meeting. The following voting members were in attendance: Jacob Waterman, Steve Drissel, Megan Hoffman, Natalie Pszenyczny, John Gray, Josh Orr, Rich Oswald, Kate Oswald, Nikki Colombari, and Todd Mahoney. 
Four members submitted their resumes for consideration. The same set of questions were sent out to each of the candidates, and three of them returned their answers. All candidates had good experience and were encouraged to run in the 2026 election. 
A motion was submitted by Jacob Waterman and seconded by Steve Drissel to appoint Joe Colombari as Secretary Elect. Discussion was had and a vote took place. Motion Passed: 8-1-1, Todd Mahoney voted no, and Nikki Colomabri abstained. 
A motion was submitted by Megan Hoffman and submitted by Kate Oswald for the association to cover the cost of applying Central States patches onto travel jerseys for the 25-26 season, not to exceed $1100. I came up with this amount averaging 15 players for the 3 teams we'd have in CSDHL for 45 players at Bill's estimated cost of $20/jersey set (for both home and away). That comes to $900 so I added a little extra wiggle room. Motion Passed: 12-0
A motion was made by Nikki Colombari  to allow the 12u girls team to play more than 24 games but not more than 40 games (without further Board approval) and to also maintain their status as a select team. Second by Megan Hoffman passed 11 with one not voting,
