2.1 (1) The person responsible for a business or an organization described in subsection (2) that 1s open shall require each

patron who enters an area of the premises of the business or organization that 1s described 1n that subsection to provide, at the
point of entry. proof of identification and of being fully vaccinated against COVID-19.
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ONTARIO

What is fully vaccinated?

- Received Vaccine:
- Full series of vaccine authorized by Health Canada or any combination,

- One or two doses not authorized, followed by one dose of mMRNA authorized
by Health Canada, or

- Three doses of a COVID-19 vaccine not authorized by Health Canada

- Received final dose at least 14 days before providing proof of being fully
vaccinated

(a) they have received,
(1) the full series of a COVID-19 vaccine authorized by Health Canada. or any combination of such vaccines,

(1) one or two doses of a COVID-19 vaccine not authorized by Health Canada, followed by one dose of a COVID-19
mRNA vaccine authorized by Health Canada, or

(111) three doses of a COVID-19 vaccine not authorized by Health Canada; and

(b) they received their final dose of the COVID-19 vaccine at least 14 days before providing the proof of being fully
vaccinated.
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When is proof of vaccine checked?

- Upon entry, check vaccine proof
- Remember health screening, contact tracing still required

- Patron is not permitted to enter unless proof is provided or exemption applicable
- Refusal to provide proof — individual will not be permitted

> Information cannot be retained Application

Should an individual choose not to share the required information then, unless the ROA

otherwise exempts them from this requirement, they will not be permitted to enter those
businesses or organizations that require proof.

In order to enter the business and organization, with limited exceptions:

Proof of Vaccines

Validation of identification must also be undertaken to ensure that vaccination receipt offered by the patron

belongs to them. Validation of vaccination will be based on two key identifiers:
1. Name of the identification holder; and
2. Date of birth.

Note: A photo identification is not required.

Proof of identity can be established using documentation issued by an institution or public body, provided
it includes the name of the holder and date of birth.

Examples of identification documents include:
 Birth certificate
» Citizenship card
» Driver’s license
« Government (Ontario or other) issued identification card, including health card*
* Indian Status Card /Indigenous Membership Card
» Passport
* Permanent Resident card
» Health Card (only if voluntarily provided — do not ask for it)
Note. expired identification is acceptable
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Steps for Businesses and Organizations: Proof of Vaccination

Match the name and the date of birth of the
patron listed on the vaccination receipt against
the name and date of birth on a piece of
identification,

Penalties

- Failing to comply with the requirements of O. Reg. 364/20 can result in charges under
the Re-Opening Ontario Act (ROA).

- If charged under Part | of the Provincial Offenses Act (POA), set fine amounts are
$750 for individuals and $1,000 for corporations.

- Maximum penalties based on a prosecution under Part | or Part Il of the POA include
fines of up to $100,000 and up to a year in jail for an individual; up to $500,000 and
up to a year in jail for an individual who is a director or officer of a corporation; and up
to $10 million for a corporation.
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Check Rules -

- Facilities and permit issuers may have stricter rules
- Universities and colleges

- Local Public Health Units may add further requirements
- If we want to rent and play in their facilities, we must follow their rules
- Remember to follow all return to play protocol requirements

- Keep checking — rules can change quickly
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Step 3 Protocols

- Step 3 protocols are still to be followed, even with the new vaccine certificate
system

- Indoor facilities are operating at 50% capacity, capacity limits must be posted

- You must physical distance and wear masks, except for athletes actively
participating on court

- Referees and coaches must use hand whistles
- Clubs must track daily health screening and have contact tracing lists
