When does the high school golf season start?
 The 2026 golf season begins on Monday, March 16, 2026 and concludes at the end of May.

How many players make the golf team? 
Our program in the past has had between 18-25 golfers.   Our team typically has kids of all skill levels ranging from beginners to advanced players. Our philosophy is to develop ALL players, regardless of skill level. If a player is motivated to improve and work hard, they are welcome to play on our team, regardless if they have little golfing experience.  
How many tournaments does the team compete in and how are the golfers selected to compete in those tournaments? 
Our varsity team typically participates in 12-16 events and the junior varsity team usually has 16 events throughout the season. Each varsity event has 6 competitors participating from each team.  Depending on the JV event there are 6-12 competitors playing.   The 6 varsity players are selected mainly based on prior scores in competition and/or qualifying practice round scores, but we also take into consideration practice habits and a player's readiness to compete at the varsity level.   Coaches will always make the final decision based on what is best for the team.  In the past I’ve tried to have every JV player participate in 4-6 events.  Their skill level will determine which event they play in.  JV golf matches are scheduled on regulation 18-hole courses, regulation 9-hole courses and 9-hole par 30 courses.  Most of our beginner golfers will only play in events that are held at 9-hole par 30 courses.
Golf is slightly different than other sports in that our teams always change week-to-week based on tournament scoring and practice round scores at Stonebrooke.   Players may rotate teams depending on the competition and where they are needed. Our goal is to get you quality tournament experience. We need you to be willing to play where you are needed. 
Should 7th and 8th grade girls play on the golf team? 
Girls in 7th and 8th grade can go out for golf.  Most 7th and 8th grade girls will play on the JV team.  Our home JV matches are played at Waters Edge, which is a great course for beginners. We haven’t cut players in the past.  However, if we have too many players cuts may happen.
How does transportation work for practices and matches? 
You will need to get a ride to all practices.  Most high school players carpool or drive themselves to practice.   In the past, players were responsible for their own rides to golf matches.  This may change this year, we may take a bus.
If players have a transportation waiver on file, they can drive, carpool or get a ride from a parent to matches.
Practice: When, Where and How Often? 
Practices for the majority of the season are at Waters Edge Golf Course (weather permitting). At the beginning of the season (the first week or two) we may need to practice indoors due to the weather. If this is the case, we practice at the High School in the Activity Center (6:00 am-7:30 am) . We are able to hit balls into nets, chip balls at targets, lift weights and putt. This is not ideal, but when you live in Minnesota, it’s part of the equation. 
The team practices Monday-Friday starting after school.  Practice is usually from 3:30 – 4:30, possibly longer if we are out on the course playing qualifying 9-hole matches.  Practicing before school once the season starts is also an option.
Golf Zone- will be an option this year for practice if we get rained out and can’t practice at Waters Edge/Stonebrooke.  Players are responsible for their own transportation to Golf Zone for practice.  
Spring Break-We don’t practice over spring break.
 Where can I store my golf clubs during the school day?

Most kids at the high school keep their clubs in their car.  If you need to store them at the High School talk to the activities office.
Communication?
Coaches will be communicating mostly through email.  I will send out a This Week in Golf email each week.  As you know, the spring in Minnesota is very unpredictable.  Throughout the season practice/events maybe canceled because of the weather.  I will try to send out an email if this happens, you can also check the activities website for cancelations and updates.

When are matches played?

Most golf matches are played during the school day.  Our varsity team will play 18-hole golf matches and 9-hole golf matches.  Our JV players will play mostly 9-hole golf matches with only a couple of 18-hole matches.  A typical 18-hole golf match takes at least 5 hours to play.  

Players are responsible for any work, tests and projects you miss if you are leaving school early to go to a match.  Please let your coach know if you can’t go to a match ASAP.
